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What can we do?

1. Pedestrian experience
1. Create parks/squares that have theme or purpose
2. Improve the pedestrian experience through street trees and planters
3. Maintain a uniform, pedestrian-scale way finding system

2. Infrastructure and circulation
1. Direct the pedestrian through (not around) special spaces
2.  Connect the airport to downtown
3.  Continue to expand bike lanes
4. Create a multi-modal central axis which allows movement through the city
... Madison Avenue anyone?

3. People attracters

Continue to reinforce the connection to the river

2. Commission buildings that act as a draw in and of themselves
3. Provide incentive for national retailers to lease space downtown
4. Emphasize the importance of visual art throughout the city
